SUBJECT:	Update on DTSC Exide Cleanup and Grass Planting

RECOMMENDATION:

[bookmark: _Hlk95844543]It is recommended that the City Council receive and file an update on the Department of Toxic Substances Control (DTSC) Exide Cleanup and Parkway Restoration efforts.

BACKGROUND/ANALYSIS:

DTSC continues its remediation of lead-contaminated soil in residential parkways within the Bristow and Bandini neighborhoods. Following initial cleanup, many parkways were left with bare soil and hydroseed. However, the City received concerns that the parkways were not being properly maintained, resulting in poor grass growth and barren parkways.

In response, Staff worked with DTSC to identify a more sustainable approach to restoration. DTSC has now agreed to restore all parkways in-kind by replacing sod in areas that previously had established grass, while using hydroseed only in locations that were historically bare dirt or without grass.
