the country; and 

WHEREAS, Angel Adauto moved to the City of Commerce in 1952, prior to the City’s 1960 

incorporation, where he and his wife Alvina raised their nine children; and 

WHEREAS, Angel Adauto, who in addition to being a model soldier, is a model resident of the 

City of Commerce, giving back to his community whenever he could, including helping to build 

St. Marcellinus Church on Harbor Street and Strong Avenue; and  

WHEREAS, Angel Adauto is beloved by the community and his family of nine children, 26 

grandchildren, and 54 great-grandchildren, 50 great-great-grandchildren, and one great-great-

great-grandchild; and  

WHEREAS, Angel Adauto is a courageous veteran of the United States Armed Forces and an 

honorable man, adored by his family, friends and fellow residents to whom he never failed to 

extend a helping hand:
